Tuesday 14 February: Burrs Country Park

An easy walk, but with some interesting features. Should be OK even if weather is bad, but could be muddy underfoot, so best to wear boots. The Irwell Sculpture trail goes through the country park, and there are three sculptures in the park, with interesting stories and details. 
The Brown Cow Pub within the park is a good stopping point, with very reasonably priced hot, light (or not so light) lunches, and toilet facilities. Lunches served from 12 noon to 2pm.
Meet at Bury Metro Station at 10.30, or if you want to wait in the warm, and use the toilet facilities, go across the road to Fusilier Museum on Moss Street, where the Tourist Information is, and wait in the foyer, and we will pick you up on our way. 
(The Fusilier Museum is opposite Bury Art Gallery). 
If you want to drive directly to the Country Park, use the car park where the Water Wheel sculpture is (Lower Woodhill Road) and let one of us know beforehand, so we will make sure we meet you there, at about 11am.
