Hayfield and Lantern Pike – walk synopsis
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Kinder from Lantern Pike

Start:
Start/Finish:
Hayfield Car Park GR: SK 036 869 (From the A624, turn onto the A6015, towards New Mills, then first right at the side of the Kinder Lodge public house).  
OR Train from Piccadilly to New Mills then bus to Hayfield
Distance:
approx.7 miles  
Terrain:      Mostly good but uneven paths
Time:

approx. 4 hours  

Grade:
Moderate on mostly good paths and with a short climb to Lantern Pike (some of which can be by-passed if required).  Several stiles along the route.
OS Map:
Explorer OL1 (Dark Peak)

The walk starts by following a section of the Sett Valley Trail before joining the Pennine Bridleway, which is followed for a couple of miles.
The Sett Valley Trail is a 2.5 mile route from Hayfield to New Mills, following the trackbed of the former railway that linked Manchester and New Mills to Hayfield). 
The Pennine Bridleway Trail stretches for 200 miles from Middleton Top in Derbyshire to Street, near Ravenstonedale in Cumbria. 

The Northern Extension from Cumbria to Byrness, Northumberland has been approved by the Secretary of State and will add 141 miles to the distance giving a total of 347 miles. However, funding for the development of this section of the route has not been secured and work has yet to begin.
The route climbs steadily along easy tracks to the summit of Lantern Pike at 373 metres (1,223 feet) where there is a view indicator.  On a clear day, the views are magnificent.  The last part of the climb to the summit can be omitted by continuing along a path, which is later re-joined by those who went to the top.
The route eventually crosses the A624 Glossop Road to join the ancient Snake Path, which is followed to Kinder Road in Hayfield, where can be found the cosy Rosie’s Tea and Coffee Room or one of several pubs.
